And the Lord has given
instructions for how He wants His children to conduct themselves in His
church. The ultimate goal is God's glory, and the means is obedience to His

Word.

On Sunday mornings this fall, we will give our attention to God's plan for His
church revealed in Paul’s First Letter to Timothy. “These things | write to you...
