God graciously supplied the funds to pay off the mortgage, and in
2021 He provided two additional acres of land. Of that $1.8 million

urchase, there is a remaining balance of just $387,000. And our
ow 3% interest rate is locked-in for three more years.

We are grateful to God for all He has given! We don't need these
possessions, but the Lord is using this stewardship to multiply and
edify His church. Every room in this facility is used weekly to proclaim
Goc}fs truth. And as the saints are equipped for the work ofminis‘rry
(Eph 4:12), our community is being impacted by the Gospel of Jesus
Christ. That is the goal in all of this!

On Thanksgiving Sunday, you will have an opportunity to contribute
sacrificially toward the property that God has provided and is using
for His glory. If the Lord has used this ministry to influence your life,
prayerfully consider how you can express your gratitude to Him with
a special gift.

And as you give, thank
God for how He has richly supplied for all your needs (Phil 4:19).
